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               ANDREI CROSS WARMING UP FOR BEIJING
                          as he sets two new Barbadian records
LAST YEAR’S BRONZE MEDALLIST AT THE CAC GAMES & PANAMERICAN GAMES FINALIST ANDREI CROSS is in ripping form this season as he prepares for Beijing next year August. The former Pine Hill Alpha Sharks Swim Club Swimmer now training at Bath University, England, won the British University Sports Association’s 50 M breaststroke (SC) in Sheffield last weekend in the very smart time of 28.13 seconds. Representing Bath University,  this time places Cross in the top 25 in the World on the current FINA rankings. The faster ever by a Caribbean Swimmer, he rewrote is own former national record of 29:00 established this year in January in Glasgow at the Scottish Open. CROSS also went on to set a new Barbadian record in the 100 M breaststroke of 1:02.05 smashing the old time of 1:03.19 formerly held by Bradley Ally since 2004. . He helped Bath University to win the British University Championships by swimming a swift 27.89 for the 50 M breaststroke in his leg of the medley relay.

CROSS plans to compete in the World Championships in Manchester England in April 2008 and is working on securing a qualifying time for the Beijing Olmpics.
